
 

 

         
       Some things seem good to us—candy, milkshakes, bacon cheeseburgers. . . . But they’re not so good 
for us.  Other things seem not so good to us—dental work, inoculations. . . . But they’re good for us.  So, 
what is good? 
 
       Romans 8:28 says, “And we know that God makes all things work together for good for those who 
love God, for those who are called according to his purpose” (my translation).  What does “good” mean? 
 
       Greek has three different words for “good”: kalos, chr� stos, and agathos.   Kalos often means 
“aesthetically good,” like a beautiful painting.  Chr� stos often means “usefully good,” like a comfortable 
mattress.  Agathos often means “morally good,” like a person of ethical character. 
 
       In Romans 8:28, the word translated “good” is agathos.  God makes all things, whether or not they 
are kalos or chr� stos, to work together for agathos in our lives.  Even if our painting is burned or our 
mattress becomes lumpy, God will use that experience for our moral good. 
        What is that moral good?  The next verse supplies the answer: “For those whom He foreknew, He 
also predestined to become conformed to the image of His Son, so that He would be the firstborn among 
many brethren” (Rom 8:29 NASB, italics mine).  God uses all our experiences for the agathos of con-
forming us more and more to the character of Jesus. 
        God uses the potter’s wheel of difficult situations to shape us into people of good character, useful 
to his purposes (Rom 5:3-5; Jas 1:2-4).  We become more like Jesus through the trials we endure, and 
that’s agathos. 
 
       Some afflictions are deep and long.  Our initial response to such an affliction is to reject it.  It’s not 
fair!  I did everything right, and it turned out wrong!  I don’t deserve this!  How could God let this hap-
pen?  We look for ways to crawl out from under the weight of the trial.  Next, as the difficult circum-
stance drags on, we begin to reconcile ourselves to the possibility that God may not intervene to remove 
the affliction.  With deep sighs, we resign ourselves to it.  But gradually, in the pounding rain we begin to 
see droplets of God’s purpose, which gather into pools of joy.  Life becomes enriching again.  What we 
once thought we could not live with, we now think we could not live without.  We see God making our 
trial into a difficult but cherished addition to who we are.  We become more like the One who learned 
obedience from what he suffered and endured the cross for the joy set before Him (Heb 5:8; 12:2).  
That’s good. 
 
        What challenge are you facing today?  What sorrow weighs heavily on your heart?  What burden do 
you carry?  It may be ugly, not kalos.  It may seem useless, not chr� stos.  But God will make it work for 
agathos in your life.  How good that is! 
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“I thank my God every time I remember you.  In all my prayers for all of you, I always 
pray with joy because of your partnership in the gospel…” (Philippians 1:3-5 NIV) 

 
 Do you know whose mission statement is: to glorify God by multiplying healthy churches among all 
people.  If you are not aware, it is the mission statement for the Evangelical Free Church of America (EFCA).  
Christ Community Church is affiliated with the EFCA; hence, it becomes our mission as well.  The Apostle 
Paul was delighted to be in partnership with the Christians who made up the church at Philippi.  Likewise, we 
rejoice in the partnership we have with the Evangelical Free Church of America.   
 The Evangelical Free Church of America is a movement of about 1,400 autonomous churches.  The 
United States is divided into 18 districts and Christ Community Church is part of the North Central District 
(NCD) which makes up most of Minnesota, just a small triangular section of northwestern Minnesota is not 
part of the NCD.  I would like to introduce you further to the NCD in this month’s Cornerstone. 
 The NCD is made up of 148 member churches along with 20 recently planted churches.  These are 
independent churches which work together to plant, grow, and mobilize healthy churches.  Our NCD offices 
are located at 711 10th Avenue South in Minneapolis, MN 55415.  A team of leaders in our district office help 
shape and sustain ministry initiatives among our district churches.  Eight councils of pastors and lay persons 
provide support and guidance in ministries such as church planting, pastoral care, student ministries, women’s 
ministries, ethnic ministries, etc.  Below is a picture of our district staff with a listing of their names and work 
assignment.

 It was awesome to work through that poem with you and really be challenged in our faith as we see God’s 

truth piercing the reality of our lives. I want to continue bringing God’s Truth (scripture) into our every day lives 

and hopefully share with you how I believe it can have a meaningful impact in my life and yours.  

 What I want to do is start working through the “Love Chapter.” What I am referring to is 1 Corinthians 13. 

I must admit the inspiration to write on this has come from a book I am reading, “A Love Worth Giving” by Max 

Lucado. As I am only in the third chapter, he has covered patience and kindness as a fruit of true, Christ-like, 

Spirit-filled love. One of the first things Max does in his book, however, is have the reader read the passage and 

insert their name into every “Love is, or It is.” Below is the whole passage for you. Go ahead and try that. Read 

through this passage and while you do, insert your name into it.  

 “Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. It is not rude, it is not self-

seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs. Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the 

truth. It always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres.  Love never fails.”  

 How’d it go for you? Now, I don’t mean to make you feel like a terrible person, because trust me, I’m 

right there with ya. To give us a little hope, let’s re-read this passage and put in the name of Jesus. Go ahead.  

 “Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. It is not rude, it is not self-

seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs. Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the 

truth. It always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres.  Love never fails.”  

 You see, there is a person that has done it, has lived out a love worth giving. That’s the point. This love 

isn’t reserved for Christ only to experience or give out. Christ has made it possible for us to not only receive this 

love but also pass it on, give it out. That’s what I want us to think about this month, “Have we received God’s 

love through His Son Jesus Christ?” By that I mean two things. The first is, have you personally asked Jesus to 

come into your heart and rescue you from your sins that separate you from the ONLY TRUE and LOVING God? 

Secondly, we as believers have received His love, but do we daily allow ourselves to “receive” His love? Some-

times when we mess up a lot we tend to cut ourselves from God’s love, thinking we don’t deserve it. We need to 

allow God to make that judgment. And my friends, He already has. For His Word says, “There is therefore now 

no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. For the law of the Spirit of life has set you free in Christ Jesus 

from the law of sin and death.” (Romans 8:1-2)  

 Let us receive the free gift of Christ if we have not done so yet. Followers of Christ, stop passing judgment 

on yourself and instead rest in the extravagant and never-ending Love given from God, through Christ, to us.

Tom loves everything about elk hunting: his four-wheeler, the campfires, camouflaged clothes, boots, knives, gun, and 
ammo.  He arrives with so much stuff, we’re sure he’s been packing and repacking for weeks.  But Tom’s always miss-
ing one thing--an elk. 
 

If it wasn’t so cold, the rest of us would probably hunt with just a gun, wearing jeans and a t-shirt.  We have elk on the 
brain: we talk and dream about elk, and sometimes we even get one.  Actually, it’s called elk hunting because it’s all 
about finding, shooting, and eating an elk.  It’s not about hunting gear. 
 

People easily get side-tracked; we often forget to keep the main thing the main thing. 
 

You fall in love with a girl, and Mom asks, “What’s she like?” 
 

“Well, she has a blue Mustang, and a cool iPhone.  She lives near the mall--that’s where  
we met.  Her sister works there, and her dad is a cop.”  Okay, but what about HER?   
She’s the main thing, right? 
 

Or why go to church, read the Bible, and pray?  For the comfy chairs, coffee, music, and the pastor?  Do I read because 
my wife gave me a new Bible with multicolor notes?  Do I pray because it calms my anxious feelings?  What is the goal 
of our religious activities? 
 

GOD--or, if He isn’t, He should be.  The 1644 Westminster Shorter Catechism says it like this: “The chief end of man is 
to glorify God and enjoy Him forever.”  This, of course, assumes that we know Him, for we can’t glorify or enjoy whom 
we don’t know. 
 

God is Himself the chief end (the main thing) for which He created me--knowing Him, giving Him honor and delight, 
and delighting in Him (Is. 43:7, 21). 
 

He’s infinite, so God is beyond our complete knowledge (Job 11:7-9, Rom. 11:33), but we can still know many truths 
about Him, and know Him personally, intimately.  Such a relationship with God is what Paul wanted more than any-
thing.  “I consider everything a loss compared to the surpassing greatness of knowing Christ… I want to know 
Christ…” (see Php. 3:7-11).  Paul took part in many religious activities, but God Himself was their primary motivation. 
 

I’m convinced that many people lose interest in church (and in the Bible and prayer) because they neglect the main thing.  
Instead of emphasizing the character of God—knowing, pleasing, and enjoying Him--they treat these activities as ends in 
themselves.  It’s like forgetting the stars for the telescope. 
 

If we get more excited about the ‘side benefits’ (peace, fellowship, Heaven) of our faith than we do about God Himself, 
let’s ask Him to help us shift our focus to be more like David’s:  “Taste and see that the Lord is good…” (Ps. 34:8).  
“You will fill me with joy in Your presence…” (Ps. 16:11).  “This is what I seek… to gaze upon the beauty of the Lord 
and to seek Him in His temple” (Ps. 27:4). 
 

That is the main thing.

As Jared was 
finishing his degree at MSU he started to take his faith 
more seriously with prompting from his brother, Barry, 
and his sister, Zoe, who started to ask him some challeng-
ing questions.  Realizing he needed a fresh start, Jared 
made the decision to move to Iowa to live with Barry and 
work for McGladrey CPA Firm after graduation.
